Waste Management

A Ensure waste is collected from the School on a
regular basis

A Wheelie bins should ideally be made of a non
combustible materials and have lockable lids.

A Bins should be kept in a secure compound away
from the main school bundlng or chained at least




Mobile Classrooms

A Mobile classrooms can be particularly vulnerable
to an arson attack due to their combustible
nature. Ensure that skirting is in place and in
good condition to prevent access to the area
between the class room floor and the ground.

A This will prevent the area being used as storage




Mobile Classrooms

A To prevent fire spread to the main school
building mobile classrooms should be
situated at least 10 Meters from the main
building.
